Global GTCI position

In GTCI 2025, Nicaragua is ranked 109th out of a sample of 135 countries (Figure 1). When it comes to sub-pillars,
the strongest showings of Nicaragua relate to Lifelong Learning, Sustainability and Internal Openness, among others.
Still, more could be done to improve the economy's performances in the Market Landscape, Talent Impact and
Business and Labour Landscape sub-pillars.

Comparison with different groups of countries
Nicaragua is situated in Latin America and the Caribbean and is classified as Lower-middle income. Within its region,
the country is ranked 18th out of 18 countries (Table 1).
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Nicaragua is ranked 20th within the group of Lower-middle income countries (implying that 43 percent of countries
rank lower).

Comparison with group of competitors
Nicaragua's group of competitors is defined as countries located in Central America and the Caribbean. It comprises

a group of 8 economies. Figure 2 plots how Nicaragua fares against each competitor in terms of GTCl score and GDP
per capita.

As can be seen, Nicaragua's GTCI score and GDP per capita are both lower than the corresponding medians of its
group of competitors. Thus, the country’s talent competitiveness is not in line with what would be expected given its
income level.

Performance against its income group and region

Lower-middle-income countries

Nicaragua is ranked 20th in the group of lower-middle-income countries (Figure 3, left panel). In terms of pillar
performance, it has a higher score than the income group average in two of the six pillars: Grow and Retain. At the
sub-pillar level, it outperforms lower-middle-income countries in six of the fourteen sub-pillars: Internal Openness,
Lifelong Learning, Access Growth Opportunities, Sustainability, Lifestyle and Midlevel Skills.

Latin America and the Caribbean
Nicaragua is ranked 18th within Latin America and the Caribbean (Figure 3, right panel). It lags behind its region in

each of the six pillars. With regard to sub-pillars, it trails the regional average in each of them.

Longer-term trends in talent competitiveness
Across all GTCI editions from 2015 to 2025, Nicaragua’s ranking ranges from 103rd to 99th place (see Figure 4).
During GTCI 2020-GTCl 2025, Nicaragua ranks 113 out of a total 134 countries (on average), which is a decline from

the average rank of 94 in GTCI 2015-GTCI 2019.
